After the movie, I will clean my 
teeth, put on my pyjamas and 
get ready to sleep. 

I will get into my sleeping bag 
and sleep all night if I can. 

If I am cold or worried, I can tell 
my teacher.



I will wake up at 7am in the 
morning, get dressed, pack my 
pyjamas and anything else I 
have brought with me into my 
bag and help to pack up the 
sleeping mats. 

I will be taken to the 
Scienceworks café to eat 
breakfast.

After breakfast, I will go to 
see some of the exhibitions in 
Scienceworks. 

When my teacher tells me we 
are ready to leave, I will collect 
my belongings. I will help to 
load the bus if I am asked by 
my teacher and then I will leave 
Scienceworks.
