Move forward 5 spaces.

Your family saves money to buy

a rainwater tank. Installing a
rainwater tank is a great way to
reduce your water use, saving our
high-quality water supplies for
drinking.

Move forward 7 spaces.

You made an effort to water the
garden with the grey water coming
from your washing machine when
you can.

Move straight to the desalination
plant.

Your family recently installed a
dual-flush toilet. You can now save
an incredible amount of water
every year.
