Ectopsocus vishnyakovae is erected to replace E. brunneus Vishnyakova, 1963 preoccu­
pied by E. brunneus (Edwards, 1950). 

My attention has been drawn by an anony­
mous reviewer of our paper on the Psocoptera of 
Wilsons Promontory National Park, Victoria 
(Schmidt and Thornton, 1992), to the fact that 
the species name brunneus for Ectopsocus brun­
neus Vishnyakova, 1963 has become a second­
ary homonym of Ectopsocus brunneus(Edwards, 
1950), transferred to Ectopsocus McLachlan 
from Interpsocus Edwards by Thornton and 
Wong (I 968). A new name is thus required for 
Vishnyakova's Armenian species to replace the 
junior homonym.
